One of Citrus County's oldest families has roots deep in history

ne of Citrus County’s
I I oldest and most distin-

guished families is the
Savary clan whose roots are deep 
in the history of the county, 
particularly Inverness.

The founder of the family,
Charles Pinckney Savary, arrived
here in the early 1880’s from
Selma, Alabama in a covered
wagon drawn by oxen.

“Mama was the dearest, sweet­
est woman who ever lived,” one 
of the three surviving daughters, 
Margaret Brannen, recently 
repeatedly exclaimed about her 
pioneer mother, Mrs. Savary.

Mrs. Brannen's sister, Mary
Clare Cooper, nodded just as en­
thusiastically. “Oh, she was so 
good to us.”

The two sisters had met at the
Inverness home of sister Gladys
Carroll to reminisce about their 
childhood and their beloved pion­
eer parents who made Citrus 
County their home and lived to 
celebrate their 50th wedding an­
niversary. Mrs. Carroll mur­
mured her agreement of her sis­
ters’ appraisal of their mother, 
calling her an angel.

Also present was Margaret
(Monkey) Hagar, the Brannen's 
popular daughter, who smiled 
and commented, “You’ll think 
these three hadn’t talked in ages 
once they get started. Why, they 
talk for two hours on the phone 
nearly every day.”

The Mama the three sisters
were talking about was Margaret 
Saffold White, a remarkable pion­
eer young woman, also an Alaba­
man, who arrived about the same 
time as the founder of the Sav­
ary family, Charles Pinckney 
Savary. Florida was wild and 
open territory then.

Young Charles met the pretty 
15-year-old and a romance blos­
somed. Savary’s pretty bride was 
just sixteen when the handsome 
couple was married on April 19, 
1882 by Judge Cleve Croft.

Here are the names of the Sav­
ary children born to Citrus Coun­
ty's pioneer couple: Besides the 
three youngest named, there 
were: Viola (Tooke), Lucy (Riv­
er), Charlie White, twins Norma 
and Nita (deceased at six 
months), Ruby Pinckney (Nevil­
le), Joseph, Clarence (deceased 
at 18 months), and Donald Lee. 

Phosphate mining was a 
means of making a living for 
many then, the sisters observed. 
The Savary family moved from 
Floral City to Dunnellon to Her­
nando in the summers when 
school was out to be nearer their 
father’s current mining job.

By this time Savary was 
superintendent of the Cove Bend 
Mines and he moved his family 
of 11 at that time into what was 
called a landmark mansion on 
the comer of Osceola and Dam­
pier Streets. Built by W.K. Jack- 
son as a store, it was renovated 
into a house when phosphate was 
not found in the area. In no time 
the lively Savary home was the 
most popular spot in town.

“Why that house was filled wth 
folks dropping in night and day,” 
Mrs. Brannen said, chuckling. 
“Everybody was welcome.”

The three sisters talked of the 
wonderful times they had in this 
much-loved home. The parties 
and games. The huge porches 
where they had so much fun.

The Savarys, the sisters 
stressed, were great believers in 
children’s entertainment center­
ing in the home.
